Yarn Requirement: aran/chunky/bulky/handspun, approx. 4 ounces 

needed (more for very bulky yarns) 

Gauge: 3 or 4 stitches per inch  (Pattern instructions for 4 sts/inch are in 

parenthesis) 

Needles: US 10.5 (or any to make gauge) size 16ȱ ÃÉÒÃÕÌÁÒ ÎÅÅÄÌÅÓ, same 

size needed for gauge in 4 double pointed needles 

Sizes: one size fits most toddlers through adult.  

Notions: tapestry needle for weaving ends 

Cast on 64 (88) stitches 

Place marker, join, paying close attention not to twist the stitches. 

Work P2, K2 pattern for 7.5 inches  

*for toddler sizes, work rib pattern for 6 inches* 

Begin Decreasing 

P2tog, K2 to end of row with double pointed needles 

P1, K2 for 3 rounds 

P1, K2tog to end of rounds 

K all stitches for 2 rounds 

K2tog to end of round 

K to end of round 

Cut yarn with 12 inch tail, Thread tapestry needle with yarn, slip stitches off DPNs with needle, pull tightly to close top of the hat, weave in ends. 

Voila!  A covered cabeza! 

The beauty of this pattern is that as long as youȭve kept in ribbed pattern, decreasing mistakes are easy to hide.
